To receive reimbursement, you must provide proof of participation by way of the event results; these can be confirmed via relevant websites/web links.  Results should be confirmed to Eddie Bailey (details above) as soon as reasonably practical after the event.

If you do not take part in the stipulated event, no subsidy will be payable.

A subsidy will only be payable to members who register in advance and take part in the relevant half-marathon event.  Retrospective submissions will not be paid.

The above scheme relates purely to assistance with entry fees and does not extend to travel, accommodation or any other costs.  Members needing assistance with such items may wish to contact their relevant Area or Departmental Association who might be able to help.
